We will stop at one of the vineyards for our lunch break, but ǿŜ ǿƻƴΩǘ taste the wine until we get in to 
Carlton that afternoon.

On Saturday you will have the choice of a challenging 38 mile ride up to Silver Falls State Park or an easy 
going visit to The Oregon Garden in Silverton.  The ride starts with an easy 5 mile warm-up going into
